Do you want to increase student interest in your critical thinking
class?

The Conspiracy Show is an excellent way to blend the
theoretical skills you teach to your students with real world
arguments.

Students watch a professional host interview guests about the
big and controversial issues of the day. Do UFOs really exist?
Was 9/11 an inside job? Did man really land on the moon?
Was the recent financial crisis manipulated by an elite group
that actually controls the world? The host and guests are
experts in their subject area, and present compelling arguments
to prove their case.

After watching a 46 minute TV episode (or
portion of an episode), the teacher directs
the students to apply the critical thinking
tools they are learning in class to these
real arguments. Everything from the
basics of arguments to claims, premises,
inferences, inductive/deductive arguments
and faulty reasoning can be applied to
these real world arguments.

This TV based approach to practicing
critical thinking skills is appropriate for
students from Grade 11 to University. Students in high school apply the basic skills of
reasoning, at a pace you establish according to your curriculum. University level
students can be tasked to apply propositional logic as they analyze statements from the
episodes, or use categorical logic, including diagramming the categorical statements.

Each episode consists of three
interviews, and there are a total of 26
episodes. You decide which
episodes/guests to use in your class. This
dynamic approach to teaching critical
thinking provides an exciting way for
students to practice the theoretical
material taught in class.

The result is increased student
engagement plus a higher rate of
retention. This dynamic approach to
teaching critical thinking reduces class preparation time, provides a unique application of
principles using visual media and stimulates student interest.
